1Sudden, unexpected, unpreventable incidents that threaten public health, public safety, property, or the environment that pose a clear and imminent danger requiring immediate action to prevent or mitigate the damage or threat, and that result in a discharge or potential discharge.
2Failure to meet any non-administrative requirement of the SWMP or permit, or to meet any applicable water quality standard.  This includes failure to install required BMPs or conduct required monitoring or maintenance.  It also includes discharges or prohibited non-storm water that do not meet the definition of emergency incidents.  It does not include determinations by the Department or a Regional Water Board Executive Officer that a discharge is causing or contributing to an exceedance of an applicable WQS.  See provision E.2.c.6(c).
3Failure to meet any administrative or procedural requirement of the SWMP or permit including submission of required reports, notifications and certifications.  The report of non-compliance shall be submitted to the same organization (State or Regional Water Board) to which the required report was originally due.
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
